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POLYSTYRENE RECYCLING MADE EASY
Calling for all Polystyrene in Pretoria for Recycling
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Polystyrene is found in your home, office, local grocery and favourite restaurant. It comes in many shapes and forms, from foam egg cartons to salad boxes, from coffee cups to CD "jewel boxes," and from produce trays to "peanuts" used in packing and the lightweight foam pieces that cushion new appliances and electronics. We need all your Polystyrene for our recycling program. Identify your Polystyrene with the number: 

Polystyrene recycling programs have recently been established in Gauteng, Durban and Western Cape, and now the first high volume recycling programme in Pretoria has been established by Allied Recyclers in association with the Polystyrene Packaging Council. Allied Recyclers will pick up Polystyrene at companies where the volumes are sufficient (negotiable) and take it to their premises in Pretoria North where the Polystyrene will be compressed by the first locally-made Ingot machine. The making of ingots out of the Polystyrene creates an improved carbon footprint when transporting the Polystyrene, as the Ingot condenses the Polystyrene up to 40 times its original density. Please see photos attached.
Allied Recyclers are also working together with the local government and industry to identify areas where Polystyrene can be dropped off and collected by Allied Recyclers and they will also be picking up Polystyrene at local schools. The Polystyrene Packaging Council would like to see as much as possible polystyrene diverted from landfill.
The Polystyrene in South Africa is currently being recycled into, for example, picture frames, cornices and curtain rods to mention but a few. This material is not generally a high profile target in recycling terms (unlike glass, paper, aluminium cans, batteries, tyres etc.) and many individuals may not have considered the implications of just how much Polystyrene they are dumping. The solution is separation, compaction and recycling!

In an effort to raise awareness of Polystyrene as a product and its numerous packaging uses, the impact on the environment and the importance of recycling, the raw material suppliers and manufacturers of polystyrene products, have recently joined forces to form the Polystyrene Packaging Council (PSPC) in South Africa, we are now calling on you the consumer to assist us in our Recycling efforts. The PSPC is forming partnerships with recycling companies countrywide, the first partnership is with Allied Recyclers in Pretoria. These companies are investing in the Ingot Machine manufactured in South Africa, making the recycling of Polystyrene a viable and sustainable business opportunity.
